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Course Overview:


On the completion of this short course, students will have a comprehensive understanding of plant identification, environmental and cultural growth requirements for providing information on plant selection for landscaped areas. This short course consists of three competency units, see unit descriptors below:


RTC4024A Recommend plants and cultural practices


This competency covers the process of providing advice on plant selection and plant growth requirements. The elements include identifying client’s preferences and requirements, and the ability to select and advise on plants to suit specific situations.





RTC3016A Provide information on plants and their culture


This competency covers the process of providing information to clients and others about plants and their cultural requirements. The underpinning knowledge encompasses the ability to apply horticultural knowledge to a broad range of plant-related skills in relation to client issues and problem solving.





RTC2016A Recognise plants


This competency covers the process of recognising plants, which are commonly encountered, in horticulture or land management situations. The subject matter covers plant identification techniques, plant nomenclature, enterprise procedures of obtaining and supplying advice and information about plants.
