Raingardens: Separating the Sand 
from the Loam

SIAV is pleased to announce its next 
series of mini seminars for 2007.
The seminar series offers the  
opportunity to listen to speakers  
presenting on current topics  
affecting the stormwater and related 
industries, in an informal and friendly 
atmosphere.  
In the latest seminar in the series,  
Dr Nicholas Somes from  
Ecodynamics, will discuss  
implementation issues for  
raingardens.  
Over the last five years, methods to 
treat stormwater quality have  
progressed significantly, with much 
more emphasis on or near source 
treatment technologies.  
Bioretention systems, or rain gardens, 
are frequently used at the streetscale, 
and a significant amount of research 
and investigation has been done into 
different technologies and practices 
available. Raingardens are scalable, 
and are starting to be used in  
allotment and regional scale  
treatment systems.  
Nick Somes has been working with 
stormwater treatment systems for over 
a decade, and his most recent  
experience has been in the design, 
construction and assessment of  
raingardens. Dr Somes’ research will 
show that many systems are not  
performing as designed and these  
experiences have been used to  
develop design and implementation 
advice that will assist all practitioners.
