Chair of the Environment Group

This year the AILA Victoria Environment
Group reconfirmed our commitment to
continue to undertake activities that put
sustainability issues at the forefront of
landscape architecture practice, and to
promote the integration of environmental
sustainability within the profession.

Some of our activities have included a
submission to the Minister for the
Environment  Climate Change and
Innovation, and a letter to the Age
newspaper, outlining concerns with the
impact of the proposed Bastion Point boat
launching facility at Mallacoota. We have
also assisted in preparing correspondence
to the CFA requesting AILA involvement in
any future changes to legislation relating to
the planning, design, construction and
management of areas of native vegetation
resulting from last year's bush fires.

More recently the group prepared a
submission to the Green Building Council of
Australia (GBCA) with comments on the
'‘Green Star Communities - A Draft National
Framework' (refer
http://www.gbca.org.au/green-star/green-
star-communities/draft-framework/). This
has led to several meetings and workshops
with the Green Building Council where we
have represented AILA nationally to ensure
a greater representation from landscape
architects who play a key role in the design
of sustainable settlements.

The Environment Group has arranged some
interesting professional development talks
this year including "Public Realm -

Character, Identity and
Place" which explored the
challenges of the creation place and space.
We have also organised a series of
seminars in collaboration with Stormwater
Victoria on Water Sensitive Urban Design
(WSUD). The second WSUD breakfast
mini-seminar on 'Enhancing Green Spaces
Through Integrated Water Cycle
Management' was held on the 20 July which
focused on the benefits of using stormwater
in public open space.

Recently | met with a representative from
the Department of Primary Industries
regarding their latest campaign and to
discuss the role of landscape professionals
in preventing weed spread. For information
